The New NFTE Package





Accreditation


The NFTE curriculum is currently mapped onto accredited qualifications offered by Edexcel and NCFE. Unfortunately these accreditation routes are being discontinued in 2010.  Moreover, from January 2011, all new vocational qualifications must be accredited to the Qualifications Credit Framework (QCF), the new framework for creating and accrediting such qualifications in England, Wales and Northern Ireland.





In light of these developments NFTE is currently in consultation with various examination boards to secure appropriate Level 2 accreditation routes for NFTE, i.e. qualifications broadly equivalent to 1 GCSE A*-C.  The new NFTE programme will therefore be mapped onto accredited qualifications, to be announced soon.





2.  Programme Delivery Methods


Traditionally NFTE has provided certified training for teachers, who are then expected to deliver the programme to students in their schools. 





We plan to continue training teachers to deliver the NFTE curriculum, but we also want to add a delivered option to this.  Here our staff will deliver all or part of the NFTE programme in a highly flexible modular basis, as detailed below.





Traditional Teacher Delivery: The existing delivery model – where a trained school teacher delivers the NFTE programme – will continue to be available as 


an option for schools.  Schools that choose


this option must ensure that teachers 


delivering the NFTE programme 


have completed the NFTE teacher


training programme.  
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NFTE-Delivered Programme:


                                            Schools will have the choice of 


                             contracting-out the entire teaching of the


                       NFTE curriculum to a member of our NFTE 


                   team. Schools who opt for this delivery model will therefore transfer the responsibility of teaching the NFTE curriculum to a NFTE team member.  





As well as reducing teacher workload, this option gives schools flexibility in timetabling the NFTE programme. 





3)  Combined NFTE-School Delivery:  We understand that although teachers are keen to receive outside support in running the NFTE programme, many teachers would still like to retain some involvement in the teaching of NFTE.  So, we have developed a NFTE-School collaborative teaching approach whereby the teaching of the NFTE curriculum is divided between NFTE staff and a trained school teacher. 





3.  Company Volunteers


To add value to the NFTE programme, we will be offering a number of one-day classroom programmes. Each programme will complement a different section of the NFTE curriculum. The programmes will be run by businessdynamics, which is part of the Enterprise 


                                              Education Trust (EET).

                                              programmes often have 


                                              business volunteers from major companies and can provide students with young role models who can inspire and challenge them. 





4.  Student and Teaching Resources


NFTE offers a curriculum, student folder, and a teaching resource guide fully mapped to the assessment criteria of the accredited qualification.  The new NFTE package will offer updated and revised versions of these resources, as well as new resources including DVDs and a Student Textbook.





5.  Communication


At the heart of the new package will be the new NFTE website with separate teacher and student log-in areas. 





The teacher log-in area will allow registered teachers to updates 























         





access teaching resources as well as the latest updates regarding accreditation, registration dates, etc.





Each NFTE student will have access to a student online area, where they can post their business plan ideas, and view and comment on the business ideas of students from different schools. Amongst other activities, students will be able to vote for the best business according to a variety of criteria, for example, the most ‘green’ or ‘innovative’ business idea.  The aim of this student area is to increase student motivation and enthusiasm.





We also plan more regular newsletters to keep teachers informed about what is happening at NFTE.
